It has been three years since the Laurie Mezzalingua
Center for Early Learning was added to our
expanding campus.  Tragically, Laurie died recently
after a long illness, but her tremendous spirit,
optimism and enthusiasm lives on through the smiles
of the children that play and learn in that space.  We have been inspired by
Laurie’s courage and selflessness and are forever indebted to her for her
generosity.

Contained in the pages of this annual report are the names of others without
whose generosity MPH would not be as fine a school as it is today. On behalf of
the Board of Trustees, I would like to thank all those who have shared their
resources with MPH. I am especially proud that 100% of our trustees have again
given to the annual campaign. The Board’s generosity of time, effort, and money
has been essential to our ability to maintain our mission during these difficult
economic times.  As an independent school, MPH relies on donors to help meet
operating expenses. It is due to the generosity of our donors that we are able to
offer a curriculum that teaches our students how to think and solve problems
creatively, that allows them to stretch and discover their talents, that is responsive
to their curiosity and passion – all without the constrictions of state mandated
testing.  

While it has been an incredibly difficult year for our economy and for most
people’s investment portfolios, we are beginning to see signs of improvement.
The financial markets have returned from the abyss. Our current capital campaign
continues. Through the leadership of campaign co-chairs Peter Manolakos and
Jack Wells and the generosity of many individuals, we have achieved nearly two-
thirds of our $6 million goal.  We are getting close to being able to break ground
on the new library/media center and will be reaching out to the broader MPH
community to get us there.  We will need everyone’s help to accomplish this goal.
The new library will benefit every single child at MPH, and I am confident every
one of our families will want to be a part of this exciting campaign.

There has never been a more exciting time for our School. As Betty Knox; a
former trustee, said recently, “MPH is ready to move to another level.” I have to
agree with her assessment.  Thanks in good measure to the generosity of our
Manlius School, Pebble Hill, and MPH alumni, we have begun to secure the long-
term future of our School in a way that honors our past, while keeping MPH at the
forefront of innovation in education.

What we do here is critical. Manlius Pebble Hill is a precious asset in the Central
New York community.  With your continued support and generosity, it will be here
to serve many future generations of students.

Financial Summary

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The Manlius Pebble Hill Endowment Fund
Throughout the School’s history, we
have been fortunate in receiving
generous support from individuals,
families, and foundations whose gifts
make up Manlius Pebble Hill’s grow ing
Endowment Fund, which currently
stands at just under $2.7 million. 

The School’s Board of Trustees over -
sees the investment of monies in the
Endowment Fund, interest from which
is used to support named scholarships.
At present, our Endow ment is small by
private school standards that suggest
an endowment at least three times a
school’s operat ing budget – for MPH,
an endowment of $27 million.

Recognizing that it is crucial to grow
our Endowment Fund, the Board of
Trustees has earmarked $2 million of
the ongoing $6 million capital
campaign specifically for the
Endowment. It is the Endowment that
will protect the School in the event of
an unforeseen catastrophic event or
emergency situation. It is what will
ensure that the School continues as a
vital educational institution for future
generations of students.

Within the Endowment, there are
numerous individual funds, which are
listed below in alphabetical order.
Many of these funds were initiated in

the 1970s and 1980s upon the
retirement or passing of former faculty,
alumni, or friends. In some cases, we
are unable to ascertain from old
records the exact amount of the gifts
made to establish a particular fund.

A brief description of each of the
named funds follows, along with the
total amount of accumulated capital
for each. We have also recognized any
new donations made in the 2008-2009
year.

A gift to the endowment is often the
ultimate way to insure that future
students continue to benefit from the
MPH educational experience. To name a
scholarship fund, our current policy
dictates a minimum contribution of
$100,000 for a full scholarship or $50,000
for a half scholarship. This endowed gift
insures that funds are available for the
scholarship in perpetuity.
